
Sound for long distance travel -assuming piano:

-7 channels plus caller =8 total

- Instruments
fiddle, mandolin (Ron)
fiddle (Van)
guitar, dumbec, need bass (Chuck)
need piano (Becky)


-Monitors/amps
*need 1 monitor for fiddles 
*need 1 monitor for guitar
*need stage amp for bass (or separate monitor if stage amp unavailable)


-Mics, direct boxes etc...
*Will bring fiddle mics, guitar direct box (1/4" output) mandolin pre-amp ( 1/4" output)
*Need piano mic(s), bass mic,  mic for dumbec

-Cords -
* Need 3 1/4 " cords for mandolin, guitar and bass (if using bass amp rather than monitor) 
* Need 3 xlr cords for 2 fiddles, dumbec. 
* Need cord or cords for acoustic piano depending on how you want to mic it.
