Looking out from the stage into the audience, 
stage left is Rachel Aucoin on piano that needs a DI/XLR feed
Mic on Boom stand for Vocals

Next is Stuart with 2 XLRs (one banjo and 
one bass (same stuff I've used at camp the last couple of times...),

next is Sabin Jacques on accordion with an XLR,

and a foot mic on a boom stand,

and last is an XLR for Claudine Arcand on fiddle.

Players are Rachel Aucoin on piano, Stuart on bass and banjo, Sabin Jacques on accordion and feet, and Claudine Arcand on fiddle.

Let's also give Rachel a vocal mic in case she sings a waltz.

It would be nice to have four monitors.  Rachel and I can share a mix, and accordion/fiddle can share a mix.

That's it.  Pretty straight forward.
Regarding a bass speaker, do you know where I can beg borrow or steal (not really) a 2x10 speaker for the weekend?  I'll be flying into SFO on Thursday and could pick it up on the way to Judith Rose's house for the house concert that evening.  It can then be returned on the way back to the airport Monday, or left with someone to return on Sunday after the gig.  What do you think about this?  Any ideas?
